There’ll be a great selection of real ale, cider and all the
usual drinks on the bar, plus a charity BBQ serving up a range of tasty food, organised by the
Royal Antediluvian Order of Buffaloes (RAOB) with the proceeds donated to the Nancy Oldfield
Trust who offer accessible pursuits and accommodation for disabled and socially disadvantaged
people on the Norfolk Broads.

The local branch of CAMRA is even brewing their own beer in collaboration with All Day
Brewing to celebrate and will be preparing that during August and hope to release it at Norwich
Beer Festival, in October.



Lucy Cousins, Chair of Norwich & District CAMRA said, ‘You don’t need to be a CAMRA
member to join in. If you’re someone who loves pubs, history, beer or cider you’re very
welcome!

‘We’re really looking forward to celebrating this huge milestone for CAMRA in Norfolk. As
